The US Department of Com-
merce (DOC), as part of its
final determination in the
anti-dumping duty investig-
ations on frozen water
shrimp from India, has im-
posed a higher countervail-
ing duty (CVD) compared to
Ecuador, Indonesia and Viet-
nam. This could hit Indian
seafood exports to the US
and provide an edge to the
competing countries.

Research House InCred
Equities said the decision is
likely to impact Indian
shrimp exporting compan-
ies, as the final countervail-
ing duty (CVD) could be in
the range of 5.7 per cent

compared with 3.75 per cent
for Ecuador and 2.84 per
cent for Indonesia and
Vietnam.

The DOC’s findings are
based on investigations into
whether these countries and
their companies received
subsidies that gave them an
unfair advantage in the US
market.

Indian shrimp exporters,
according to InCred Equit-
ies, would need to book addi-
tional costs related to the in-
creased CVD, especially for
sales completed over the
past six months, potentially
impacting immediate finan-
cial results. 

ECUADOR MAY BENEFIT

Ecuador holds a competitive
advantage over Indian com-

panies, which may a�ect
market positioning and prof-
itability for Indian exporters.

On March 26, the DOC

made preliminary a�rmat-
ive determinations in CVD
investigations of frozen
warm water shrimps. 

Ecuador seemed to be hit
the hardest by the prelimin-
ary determination of CVD.
But it negotiated a much
lower CVD whereas Indian
companies were surprised by
an increase over the prelim-
inary rates.

INPUT COSTS MAY RISE

Pawan Kumar G, National
President of the Seafood Ex-
porters Association of India,
told businessline that the im-
pact would be severe as In-
dia’s shrimp exports to the
US stood at $2.9 billion, and
40 per cent of the country’s
seafood exports go to the US. 

The decision to impose
CVD will hit both farmers
and exporters and there are
chances for raw material
prices to go up, making In-

dian shrimp products less
competitive vis-à-vis other
competing countries.

Besides the 5.7 per cent
CVD, there is an additional
1.3 per cent anti-dumping
duty on Indian products and
there are also chances that
the anti-dumping duty may
go up further. 

“If it happens, Indian
shrimps will become most
expensive in the US mar-
kets,” he said.

On the findings of receiv-
ing subsidies by the US au-
thorities, Pawan Kumar said
the Indian government is not
o�ering any subsidies; rather
the government is reimburs-
ing all taxes incurred for
shipments, under schemes
such as RoDTEP (Remission
of Taxes and Duties on Ex-

ported Products), as per
WTO rules and international
standards. 

He sought the immediate
intervention of the govern-
ment and the Commerce
Ministry to fight India’s case
in the US to avoid any further
impact on India’s shrimp
shipments.

Industry sources said In-
dia’s shrimp exports to the
US have come down last year
due to competition from
Ecuador. The unit value of
Indian shrimps has come
down to $7.4 per kg from
$8.57 in 2021-22. 

Moreover, seafood ex-
ports are facing headwinds
because of the geo-political
situation, and there is a sub-
dued demand across
markets.

Lead futures on the MCX
have been falling in recent
sessions. The latest down-
trend leg began after the con-
tract faced resistance at
₹186.

The November expiry lead
futures fell o� the hurdle at
₹188 in early October. After
consolidating for a while in
the second and the third
week of this month, it
slipped below the support at
₹182 last week. 

However, from the cur-
rent level of ₹180, the down-
side appears limited. The
lead futures have a strong
support between ₹172 and
₹175. Notably, since July
2021, lead futures have not
breached ₹170-mark. There-
fore, the probability of a re-
bound from the price region
of ₹170-175 is high. In such a
case, the contract can
quickly retest ₹188.

On the other hand, if it
breaches the base ₹170, it
can lead to a fresh leg of
downtrend. The nearest not-
able support below ₹170 can
be seen at ₹150.

COMMODITY 
CALL.

The Rubber Board has urged
tyre manufacturing compan-
ies to continuously procure
natural rubber from the do-
mestic market in the wake of
prices dropping over the past
few weeks.

In a meeting with major
consumers, including tyre
company representatives,
Executive Director of the
Board M Vasanthagesan said
the support of all stakehold-
ers in the value chain is cru-
cial for the existence of a sus-
tainable market in the long
term as this is an ecosystem
where all interests of all
stakeholders are to be
balanced.

He recalled the acute
shortage of material during
the early months of 2024 ow-
ing to the low price during
the last peak production
period due to higher imports
in the previous year leading
to decreased prices. This res-
ulted in the consequential
reluctance of the growers to
engage in continuous tap-
ping and the shift in focus
from the production of sheet
grades to latex. 

He said any further fall in
price would bring a similar
situation in the coming year,
and the consequences could
be irreversible.

He asked the companies to
regularly engage in the mar-
ket irrespective of the large-
scale imports or the situ-

ation in the OEM market,
which is often volatile. Volat-
ility of prices to this extent is
not good for perennial crops
such as rubber.

EXPAND PLANTATIONS

The Executive Director also
pointed to the need to bring
untapped plantations to tap-
ping to ensure the rubber
availability in a consistent
manner. 

Also, earnest e�orts
would be made to expand
plantation to ensure availab-
ility. The problem of availab-
ility of tappers is also being
seriously viewed.

Thrust for production of
quality sheets was emphas-
ised for the betterment of
the growing community as
well as the industry. 

The largescale import of
compounded rubber is a
matter of concern, and the
Board is monitoring the mar-
ket situation closely and
gives suitable policy inputs
to the government for stabil-
ising the natural rubber mar-
ket, he added.

The Centre has directed all
sugar mills to pack 20 per
cent of their production in
gunny bags as per an order is-

sued by the Textile Ministry,
failing which action will be
taken against erring mills. 

However, it has not men-
tioned exactly what type of
action will be taken against
the erring mills since the ad-
equate availability of jute

bags is also an issue. 

PACKAGING DETAILS

“All the sugar mills are
hereby directed to place
their orders for procurement
of jute bags for packing 20
per cent of sugar produced in

sugar season 2024-25 (Octo-
ber-September) and ensure
the compliance of the Min-
istry of Textile’s order issued
on October 1 for mandatory
packaging in the jute pack-
aging material in letter and
spirit,” the Food Ministry

said in a letter to all sugar
mills. Further, all sugar mills
were also directed to furnish
the information of jute pack-
aging in monthly returns
filed by them from October
2024 onwards, the directive
from the Centre said.

4.5% HIGHER ACREAGE

According to Agriculture
Ministry data, the kharif
acreage of maize this year
was 4.5 per cent higher at
8.85 mh as on September 27,
against the acreage of 8.47
mh year-ago.

However, an agriculture
scientist said the acreage

paddy this year, amid good
rainfall. 

Unless there is a verifica-
tion of the acreage data, it is
premature to speculate on
production, which gets up-
dated 3-4 times a year.

LOWER THAN MSP 

Since the availability of
broken rice is not adequate
and also its prices are not
that profitable, most of the
distillers prefer maize, put-

ting pressure on other indus-
trial users and poultry/cattle
feed makers to source the
grain cheaper.

Currently, maize is, on av-
erage, selling at ₹2,101/
quintal, lower than its min-
imum support price (MSP)
of ₹2,225 in agriculture mar-
ket yards (mandis). 

However, the mandi prices
are higher than the MSP in
Karnataka, Uttar Pradesh,
Punjab, Haryana and Gu-
jarat. 

Traders attributed the
prevailing rate of lower than
MSP, particularly in Madhya
Pradesh, to high moisture
content in the grain as well as
an expectation of a higher
crop in the State.
