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Govt to kickstart
FY25borrowing
programme witha
new 10-year paper

The government will kickstart
its FY25 borrowing programme
on April 5 by auctioning three
dated securities, including a
new 10-year government secur-
ity (G-Sec) for raising 338,000
crore even as RBI said all G-Sec
auctions will be conducted us-
ing multiple price auction
method.

Anew 10-year G-Sec (matur-
ing in 2034) is being issued as
the outstanding in the bench-
mark 10-year paper (7.18 per
cent GS 2033) has reached
about ¥2-lakh crore.

The government will be rais-
ing 320,000 crore via the new
10-year paper; 12,000 crore via
7.25 per cent GS 2063; and
6,000 crore via 7.33 per cent
GS 2026, according to an RBI
statement.

Meanwhile, the RBI, in con-
sultation with the Government,
has decided that all securities
under the market borrowing
programme of government will,
henceforth, be auctioned using
multiple price auction method.

Depending upon the method
of allocation to successful bid-
ders, RBI can conduct auction
on uniform price basis or mul-
tiple price basis. In a uniform
price auction, all the successful
bidders are required to pay for
the allotted quantity of securit-
ies at the same rate - at the auc-
tion cut-off rate, irrespective of
therate quoted by them.

On the other hand, in a mul-
tiple price auction, the success-
ful bidders are required to pay
for the allotted quantity of se-
curities at the respective price /
yield at which they have bid.

GST mop-up in March
surges toX1.78-lakh crore

Improved compliance coupled
with a spur in economic activ-
ity pushed GST collection to
¥1.78-lakh crore in March, the
Finance Ministry reported on
Monday. It is 11.5 per cent
higher than March 2023 collec-
tion number of I1.60-lakh
crore.

This is the second all-time
high collectionafter ¥1.87-lakh
crore in April last year. The col-
lections in March are associ-
ated with goods consumed and
services availed in February. As
March typically involves fiscal
year-end clearance, collections
in April tend to be notablyhigh.
Since the inception of GST,
April has consistently recor-

ded record-breaking
collections.
The Finance Ministry high-

lighted that FY24 marks amile-
stone with total gross GST col-
lection of¥20.18-lakh crore, an
11.7 per cent increase com-
pared with the previous year.
The average monthly collec-
tion for this fiscal year stands
at¥1.68-lakh crore, surpassing
the previous year’s average of
¥1.5-lakh crore. GST revenue
netofrefundsasof March 2024
for the current fiscal year is
%18.01-lakh crore, which is a
growth of 13.4 per cent over
same periodlastyear.

Mani, Partner with Deloitte In-
dia, said the latest collection
demonstrates economic resur-
gence across sectors. It was
possible due to the various
measures taken by the GST au-
thorities to improve compli-
ance and stamp out evasion.
“The big focus on compar-
ison of taxpayer behaviour
across tax and corporate data-
bases has also made business

convinced about the need tobe
compliant not only on their
activities, butalsokeep track of
their vendors tax behaviour
and ensure that the entire
value chain becomes compli-
ant,” Mani said.

Some experts said it reflec-
ted the strength of the Indian
economy. “The collection un-
derscores the resilience of our
economy in the face of global
challenges. Furthermore, the

annual gross revenue surpass-
ing %20-lakh crore,
strengthens India‘s position as
a prominent player in the
global marketplace,” said Saur-
abh Agarwal, Tax Partner with
EYIndia.

POSITIVE SIGN

One important highlight was
growth in collection across
States and UTs. According to
Ankur Gupta, Practice Leader
Indirect Tax at SW India, the
diversification of contribu-
tions from States beyond the
traditionally dominant ones
such as Maharashtra, Gujarat,
Karnataka and Tamil Naduisa
positive sign. “This indicates
the broader spread of eco-
nomic activities across the
country, driven by initiatives
like Make in India and the pro-
duction-linked incentive (PLI)
scheme,” he said.

Higher collection is expec-
ted to help the Centre do well
on fiscal front and also ease in
regulatory measures. Shravan
Shetty, Managing Director at
Primus Partners, said the
latestnumber isinlinewith the
budget estimate. “Maintaining
this growth in the coming
months will help the govern-
ment meet its fiscal target.
Fiscal prudence combined
with record reserves will
provide stability to the rupee
and increase India’s attractive-
ness as a stable, high-growth
economy in a sea of uncer-
tainty seen across both devel-
oping and developed coun-
tries,” he said.

RBIimposesX74-cr fine on 64 lenders amid heightened supervision

With economic conditions
largely stable and banks sitting
on strong balance sheets, the
Reserve Bank of India seems to
have used the relative calm of
FY24 as an opportunity to
strengthen supervision and
crack down on regulatory
breaches.

The fiscal year saw an in-
crease in regulatory measures,
with three significant opera-
tional actions being taken
against Paytm Payments Bank,
IIFL Finance, and JM Financial
Products in the final quarter of
thefiscal period.

Although these actions devi-
ated from the conventional fin-
ancial penalties typically im-
posed by the regulator, there
was also a rise in both the num-
ber and the amount of fines
levied. The central bank im-
posed a monetary penalty on 64
banks and NBFCs during the

financial year, for a cumulative
amount of ¥74.1 crore. In com-
parison, 41 lenders had been
fined¥33.1 crorein FY23,as per
data collated by businessline.
The data exclude co-operative
banks and regional rural banks.
In addition, the central bank
alsorelied on sector-wide meas-
ures such as increasing risk
weights on some unsecured
loans and tightening regula-
tions around AIF investments
toaddress concerns of perfunc-
tory credit underwriting, over-
valuation of collateral, gov-
ernance issues and potential
window-dressing of accounts.
“RBI is showing a serious
commitment to improving gov-
ernance and transparency at
finance companies and banks.
We believe its recent measures
will curtaillenders’ over exuber-
ance, enhance compliance cul-
ture and safeguard customers.
The drawback will be higher
capital costs for institutions,”
S&P Global had said in a recent
note. It highlighted non-com-

New toll rates on highways
to be effective after LS polls

The Election Commission of
India (ECI) has asked state-
owned NHATI to go ahead with
the calculation of new user fee
(toll) rates on highways,
which kicks in annually from
April 1 across most of tolled
highway stretches in the
country, but said the new
rates should be applicable
only after the Lok Sabha
elections.

According to documents
accessed by PTI, ECI has
asked the NHAI (National
Highways Authority of India)
to defer toll fee hike. The ECI
was responding to a commu-
nication from Road Transport
and Highways Minister in this
regard.

The annual revision of toll
hikes, which was expected to
beintherange ofaverage 5 per
cent, was to come into effect
on April 1 for most of tolled
highways and expressways
stretchesacross the country.

“The process required for
the decision on the power tar-
iff may be continued by the
State Electricity Regulatory
Commission. However, tariff
award shall be made only on
the completion of poll in the
relevant State, i.e after the poll
date/dates in the State.

“In respect of the clarifica-
tion sought, it is stated that
user fee may be seen in con-

above,” the ECI said in a com-
munication to the road min-
istryonApril 1,2024.

According toasenior NHAI
official, the change in toll fee is
part of an annual exercise to
revise the rates that are linked
to the changes in the whole-
sale price index based
inflation.

The elections for the 18th
Lok Sabha will begin on April
19 followed by subsequent

1. The counting of votes is on
June 4.

There are around 855 user
fee plazas on national highway
network on which user fee is
levied as per National High-
ways Fee (Determination of
Rates and Collection) Rules,
2008.

MONETARY PENALTIES

Of the penalties imposed in
FY24, 35 regulatory actions
were onbanks including 16 PSU
banks, 13 private banks, four
foreign banks and one small fin-
ance bank and payments bank
each.

Bulk of the actions during
FY24 pertained to non-compli-
ance with regulatory directions
on KYC, reporting of timely

credit information to credit
bureaus and CRILC, interest
rates onloans and deposits, cus-
tomer service, fraud monitor-
ing, reporting and specific is-
sueswithrespectto NBFCs.

In June 2023, the central
bank cracked down on all four
credit bureaus for maintaining
certain inaccurate or incom-
plete data and delays in griev-
ance redressal and credit score
updating of customers. The
second half of the fiscal yearalso
saw increased action on banks
such as SBI, Indian Bank, Pun-
jab and Sind Bank, Bank of Bar-
oda, Indian Overseas Bank,
Union Bank and Bank of Mahas-
rashtra for sanctioning term
loans in lieu of budgetary re-
sources envisaged for other pro-
jects and without due diligence
on the viability and bankability
of the projectsapproved.

Before the January 31 action
asking Paytm Payments Bank to
wind down operations, the
central bank had in October
2023, penalised the lender for

an amount of ¥5.39 crore for
failing to identify beneficiaries
onboarded for payout services,
implement device binding con-
trol measures, monitor payout
transactions, carry out risk pro-
filing of entitiesand delaysinre-
porting a cyber security incid-
ent. The entity was also in
violation of certain norms on
cyber security framework and
end-of-day balances in certain
accounts.

SBI, Bank of India, Canara
Bank, Punjab and Sind Bank,
Bank of Baroda, Axis Bank, In-
dian Overseas Bank, Manap-
puram Finance and Indian Bank
were fined twice during the
course of the year. The largest
fine of ¥12.19 crore was im-
posed on ICICI Bank, for sanc-
tioning and committing loans
to companies in which two of its
directors were also directors.
The bank also marketed and en-
gaged in the sale of non-finan-
cial products and failed to re-
port certain frauds within the
prescribed timeline.

Coal India produces 773.6 mt,
falls short of FY24 target

State-run coal miner Coal
India marginally fell short of
its annual production target
for the last fiscal as it pro-
duced 773.6 million tonnes
in the last financial year
against the target of 780 mil-
lion tonnes.

The coal behemoth, how-
ever, registered a 10 per cent
year-on-year output growth
in FY24 over a high base of
703.2 million tonnes (mt) in
FY23. “This is the first in-
stance that the company re-
corded double digit growth
in two successive years since
its inception,” CIL said in a
stock exchange filing on
Monday.

Notably, Coal India Chair-
man PM Prasad, during the
Q3FY24 results conference
call in February, had said the
miner might witness an out-
put shortfall of around 10 mt
against the coal production
target for FY24, adding it
would try to “minimise” the
output gap.

In the stock exchange fil-
ing, CIL said all its coal pro-
ducing arms recorded posit-
ive growth in the last fiscal,
and five of them, Bharat Cok-
ing Coal (BCCL), Central
Coalfields (CCL), Northern

Total coal supplies hit
753.5 mt during FY24 reuters

Coalfields (NCL), Western
Coalfields (WCL) and Maha-
nadi Coalfields (MCL),
stepped over their respective
annual targets for the second
consecutive year. “Mahanadi
Coalfields, the Odisha-based
CIL subsidiary, has emerged
the country’s first coal pro-
ducing company to have
breached 200 mt with pro-
duction at 206.1 mt,” it said.

In the previous two finan-
cial years, CIL increased its
production by 151 mt . This
was higher by 22.6 mt than
the combined increase of
128.4 mt achieved in six
years - from FY16 to FY22.
Coal production of 88.6 mt
in March 2024 was the
highest ever for any month
till date.

Total coal supplies hit
753.5 mt during FY24, post-
ing 8.5 per cent growth year-

on-year. The 58.8 mt volume
increase came over 694.7 mt
of FY23.

Supplies to the power sec-
tor reached 618.5 mt in the
just-concluded fiscal, with a
growth of 5.4 per cent y-o-y.
CIL supplied 8.5 mt more
coal to power plants than its
assigned commitment of 610
mt for FY24.

Concurrently, supplies to
the non-power sector (NPS)
rose to 135 mt with a y-o-y
jump of 26.9 mt , registering
around 25 per cent growth.
CIL had supplied 108.1 mt to
NPSinFY23.

On the back of better qual-
ity coal supplies, grade con-
formity improved to 76 per
cent during FY24 from 70
per cent over FY23.

COAL INVENTORY
Coal India ended last fiscal
with an inventory of around
90 mt, which was 20.7 mt
more than the previous fiscal
—anear 30 per cent increase.

On an average the coal
miner loaded 292.2 rakes per
day during FY24 against
273.6 rakes per day of FY23,
registering a growth of 6.8
per cent. One rake load of
coal is approximately 4,000
tonnes.

Coal India’s production
and offtake are pegged at 838
mt for FY25.

At 1,591 mt, Railways achieves

highest frei

Freight loading across Indian
Railways saw a 5 per cent YoY
increase to 1,591 million
tonnes (mt) for FY24, as com-
pared to 1,512 mt in the year
ago period. This is the highest-
ever freight loading by the
Railways.

“FY24 saw an incremental
loading of 79 mt, making it one
of the best years for the Rail-
ways,” an official said.

During the fiscal, Railways
achieved loading of 787.61 mt
in coal or nearly 50 per cent of
total freight loading; while it
achieved a freight loading of
180.95 mt in iron ore, 153.80

mtincementand 114.36 mtin
other goods. Container traffic
was 85.04 mt, pig iron and fin-
ished steel moved was to the
tune of 69.89 mt while fertil-
izer movement was around
59.18 mt. Foodgrains move-
ment was 51.45 mt while pet-
roleum, oil and lubcricants
was 50.49 mt. The Railways
also carried out electrification

chtloading in FY24

across 7,188 route km as
against 6,565 route km in
FY23. The average per day
route electrification pace is
now up to 19.6 km per day in
Fy24, as against 1.42 km per
dayinFY14.

Around 53,00 km of in new
line laying have been achieved
in FY 2023-24 against 5,241
km during 2022-23. Thus, av-
erage daily track laying comes
outtobe 14.5km per day.

In order to increase line ca-
pacity to run more trains on
existing high-density routes,
the Indian Railways has been
pushing for automatic block
signals. In FY24, the Railways
upgraded 582 km with auto-
matic signalling, as compared
to 530km during 2022-23.
